WHEREAS, as a member of the U.N., Canada must respond to solutions and actions adopted by the
U.N. Security Council and,

WHEREAS Peace is a Determinant of Health

BE IT RESOLVED THAT the President of OPHA send a letter to the Prime Minister to support and
encourage the role that Canada plays as a peace keeper around the world, and

FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED THAT Canada support all efforts toward peaceful solutions.

Regarding resolutions, position papers and motions:

Status: Policy statements (resolutions, position papers and motions) are categorized as:

ACTIVE, if:
1. The activities outlined in the policy statement’s implementation plan have not yet been
completed; or
2. The policy statement addresses an issue that is currently relevant to public health in Ontario.

ARCHIVED, if:
1. The activities outlined in the policy statement’s implementation plan have been completed; or
2. The policy statement addresses an issue that is not currently relevant to public health in
Ontario or is not based upon the most current evidence. The statement remains the position of
the OPHA until a new statement is adopted that effectively reverses or essentially negates all or
major elements of an earlier statement. In this instance, the former supersedes the latter
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
